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People in many different settings in the 

Southern Africa country of Mozambique 

are benefitting from the study of Godõs 

Word through CBSI classes.  Some classes 

are in urban environments where 

participants are educated and have some 

previous Bible teaching.  The fastest 

g r o w t h , 

however , 

is in more 

rural areas 

w h e r e 

p e o p l e 

have little 

education.  

Many are 

not literate and almost none have ever had 

any exposure to the Bible. 

In these rural areas, called the òbushó, the 

hunger for Godõs Word is evidenced as 

people walk from miles around to attend 

Bible studies.  Many times women come 

with their babies on their backs wrapped 

in òcapalanaó, the all purpose òwrap 

aroundó used as a skirt, blanket, and baby 

carrier! 

Since only a small percentage can read,  one 

person reads the Bible passage and the 

question aloud, and then everyone joins in 

for a spirited discussion.  The hunger for 

the hope of the Gospel is evident.  In 

almost all cases these participants are totally 

without Christ and are enslaved to pagan 

ancestral beliefs.  

     Another venue but just as exciting!  

In rural  church areas pastors have 

recognized the effectiveness of the CBSI 

method to provide Bible teaching to the 

people in their area.  This area of the 

ministry is rapidly expanding.  CBSI 

provides an asset that the pastors cannot 

get from any other source.  Bible teaching 

is very hard to find in the Portuguese 

language, the nat ional language of 

Mozambique, and almost impossible to 

find in the local dialects.  CBSI has 

translated many courses into native dialects 

and is in the process of developing full 

curriculums in selected dialects. 

CBSI is also responding to the specific 

needs in areas where people have very 

limited literary skills (like in the bush).  The 

CBS Lite material, developed for teen age 

classes in the US, when translated into the 

native dialects has been received with 

shouts of òPraise the Lord, not so many 

words!ó  It is a blessing to see adult men 

actively discuss the apostle Paulõs activities 

in the book of Acts assisted by Bible study 

materials they can understand!  We give 

thanks to God 

for all He is 

d o i n g  i n 

Mozambique 

and we also 

thank you for 

p a r t n e r i n g 

with us in this 

ministry.
